1. Definition of an entry - All registered sheep whether
owned by one person or by more than one person
(individually or jointly) which are maintained on one
farm or breeding unit, are considered to be the
production of one farm or breeding unit. In each
classification where the same or common interests are
involved in more than one breeding operation such
operations are considered as ONE breeding unit.

2. In the breeding classes, only one entry per section is
eligible from a farm or breeding unit, except an
exhibitor may show two entries per section in a
maximum of two sections. Maximum exhibits - 8 head
per breed from a breeding unit.

3. All exhibits must be owned by and registered in the
name of the exhibitor.

4. All animals must be legibly tattooed.

5. Exhibitors are allowed to show a maximum of TWO
BREEDS.

6. Suffolk, Hampshire, Southdown & Dorset must be
shown in short fleece. (Staple less than 1 inch or 2.5
cm) Leicester & Lincoln must be shown in full fleece.
